If you ask Tad what one news story or event has changed his life, he'll tell you
he can't answer that. However, the Kennedy assassination, the fire in News Channel 8's studio during a newscast, and the
Priscilla Ford trial are among his most memorable stories. Tad has been a part of several advisory boards for various
non-profit organizations throughout the Truckee Meadows. He finds himself involved with a number of speaking engagements.
Tad has also been involved with "Sheep-dip", an organization that raises money for scholarships at the University of Nevada.
